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Early Voting Continues to Outpace 2004 Totals

Houston, TX- The Early-Voting-By-Personal-Appearance continued to outpace the turnout for a similar election four years ago in Harris County. Through the end of voting Friday, 50,997 voters had cast ballots in four days of voting compared to 35,381 votes cast during all the Early Voting Period in the 2004. Of the votes, 38,214 were cast in the Democratic Primary and 12,783 in the Republican Primary.

“It is exciting to see voters participating in such great numbers. This type of participation should be the norm in the primary elections in a county the size of Harris,” said Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman, the chief elections officer of the County. “I commend the voters for their attentiveness and patience and remind them that there are 35 voting locations thorough out the county that they can cast their votes.” 

Harris County is third largest County in the Country with a total population of 3,886,207 and 1,826,231 registered voters. By law, there is al least one [but no more than two] early voting location per a State Representative District.
