Voting Begins for November 6th Joint Election
HOUSTON – October 18, 2007 - Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman reminds registered voters that the Early Voting Period for the November 6, 2007 Joint Elections runs from October 22nd to November 2nd.  This means that beginning Monday eligible citizens can cast their votes prior to General Election Day at any one of the thirty-three (33) early voting locations throughout Harris County.  

“This election provides voters with a lot to ponder.  Thirty-one (31) political entities within Harris County will have items on the ballot.  And some voters will have a ballot with up to 34 items.  Therefore, I encourage voters to use one of the twelve days provided during the Early Voting Period to vote,” stated County Clerk Kaufman.  State law stipulates that any qualified voter is eligible for early voting by personal appearance.
Below is a summary of the changes to the early voting schedule from the previous Election.  Voters should take note prior to heading out to their nearest early voting location:

Hobby Area: IBEW Hall #66, 4345 Allen Genoa Rd
Kingwood: Harris County Library-Kingwood Branch, 4102 Rustic Woods
Far W. Houston: Altharetta Yeargin Art Museum, 901 Yorkchester

Voters are encouraged to take their voter registration card and other identification to the early voting polls with them.  Those voters who will be voting for the first time and who registered by mail will need to bring additional identification besides their voter registration certificate, such as a Texas Driver’s License, passport, state identification, or government correspondence verifying the name and address of the voter.
