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Voting Begins for December 8 Joint Run-Off Election

HOUSTON – November 26, 2007 – Three Houston City Council contests and a Houston Independent School District Trustees race will be on the ballot as the Early Voting Period, by personal appearance, begins Wednesday, November 28th for the December 8, 2007 Joint Run-off Election. 

“This is not a county-wide election. In order to vote in this election, aside from being a registered voter, citizens must reside within the specific political jurisdictions that are on the ballot,” reminded Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman, the chief elections officer of the County. City of Houston At-Large Position 5 and single-member Districts D and E will be decided by the Runoff election, and HISD Trustee District II. 

For the Run-off Election there are 20 locations where any qualified voter can cast a vote. In all, voters have seven days to cast votes prior to Election Day. The scheduled hours of operation for the early voting sites during the early voting period are as follows:
November 28th - December 1st 
7:00 a.m. - 7:00 p.m.

December 2nd 
1:00 p.m. - 6:00 p.m.

December 3rd - December 4th 
7:00 a.m. - 7:00 p.m.
Run-Off elections are held in certain jurisdictions, “If no candidate for a particular office receives the vote necessary to be elected in an election requiring a majority vote.” Any qualified voter is eligible for early voting by personal appearance.

Voters are encouraged to take their voter registration card and other identification to the early voting polls.  Those voters who will be voting for the first time and who registered by mail will need to bring additional identification besides their voter registration certificate, such as a Texas Driver’s License, passport, state identification, or government correspondence verifying the name and address of the voter.
