Voting Begins for March Primary Elections
  

Houston, TX- Early voting by personal appearance for the March 4th Republican and Democratic Party Primary Elections will begin Tuesday, February 19th and continue until the end of the month. 
“In a primary, on Election Day there are two elections taking place simultaneously. So to avoid confusion pertaining to the polling locations, I strongly encourage voters to vote during the early voting period,” said Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman, the chief elections officer of the County.
The Primary elections are conducted by the two major political parties to select nominees that will represent their respective sides for Federal, State and County offices that will be decided in the November General Election. In a Primary election, voters can choose to participate in the election activities of only one of the political parties.
During the early voting period, a voter may vote at any of the 35 Early Voting locations throughout Harris County, which includes two new locations. The first week, February 19th - 22nd, Harris county voters may cast ballots from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. On Saturday Feb. 23rd the locations will be open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. and on Sunday, Feb, 24th from 1 to 6 p.m. The last week of early voting, February 25th - 29th, voters may vote from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m.
